Involvement of Parents in the Title | Program

To involve parents in the Title | program at Yuba City High School, the following practices have been
established:

The school convenes an annual meeting to inform parents of Title | students about Title |
requirements and about the right of parents to be involved in the Title | program. The annual meeting to
inform parents of Title | requirements and rights takes place at the Annual Back to School Night.

The school offers a flexible number of meetings for Title | parents, such as meetings in the
morning or evening. Meetings with parents occur before, during and after school in order to encourage
maximum participation.

The school involves parents of Title | students in an organized, ongoing, and timely way, in the
planning, review*, and improvement of the school’s Title | programs and the Title | parental involvement
policy.** Parents of Title | students are involved in planning and reviewing Title | programs through the
School Site Council, ELAC and Parent Club.

The school provides parents of Title | students with timely information about Title | programs.

Parents are provided timely information relating to Title | programs through the School Site Council
meetings, posting of the SPSA and having paper copies of SPSA available.

The school provides parents of Title | students with an explanation of the curriculum used at the
school, the assessments used to measure student progress, and the proficiency levels students are
expected to meet. Explanations of curriculum and assessments, progress monitoring and student
proficiency occur at ELAC meetings, Freshman Orientation and Back to School Night.

If requested by parents of Title | students, the school provides opportunities for regular
meetings that allow the parents to participate in decisions relating to the education of their children.
Opportunities for parents to participate in educational decision making take place at Parent teacher
conferences, SART & Student Study Team (SST) meetings, IEP and 504 meetings.

School counselors, administration and parent liaisons
provide parents with materials and training to help them work with their children to improve
achievement.

With the assistance of Title | parents, the school educates staff members about the value of
parent contributions, and in how to work with parents as equal partners.
